New Opportunities:
Spooky Spectacular Fundraising volunteer - Cash for Kids & TFM Radio

Cash for Kids is the official Charity of TFM Radio & Magic 1170. The Charity was set up in the 1970's and we have raised millions of pounds to help sick, disabled and disadvantaged children in the local area.
They require volunteers to help collect cash via bucket collections from general public whilst watching Tinchy Stryder, Blue and the TFM crew on behalf of the Cash for Kids Charity.

Association with two of the largest brands in the region Cash for Kids and TFM Radio. Free attendance at the largest firework spectacular in the region.
Independent Travel Support – Middlesbrough Shopmobility
Middlesbrough Shop Mobility is involved in various projects to improve and promote accessibility in Middlesbrough.  Under the supervision of the Personalised Travel Advisor, volunteers are required to support service users who make regular journeys to develop the skills and confidence needed to travel independently; this includes monitoring trainee progress.  Activities include assisting in the delivery of training, supporting individuals, recording their progress accurately, mentoring and confidence building. 
Training will provided where appropriate. 
Teesside University MSR:

University Open Day 29 October – volunteers are required by the Marketing and Student Recruitment Team to help promote Teesside University to potential applicants and parents. Meeting and greeting visitors, supporting University staff and general communications.  You will be briefed on what your role will be whilst working at the Open Day. You will be required to work from 9.00am until approx 3.30pm.  Knowledge of the campus is desirable. 
Student Volunteers - on/off campus activity support
Student volunteers are required to assist with recruitment activities run by the Marketing and Student Recruitment team within Teesside University. The activities may be on or off campus and include working with a wide range of age groups.  Includes Assisting with University Open Days, local and national higher education events, presentations (supporting University staff), summer schools, school visits to the University. 
Student Volunteers – marketing
To provide support to Marketing and Student Recruitment in use of digital communications and social media to aid recruitment and conversion activity (through Facebook, blogging etc.).  Benefits to volunteers include gaining a better understanding of marketing within a higher education context and enhancement of CV.  Training will be provided to equip volunteers to use digital technology effectively.
Documentary Film Maker/Photographer – Theatre is Real Life Productions

Theatre Is Real Life is lead partner in a project between Middlesbrough Museums and Libraries, Teesside University and FMTTM.  We are organising a festival of events that celebrate the history of Middlesbrough FC and need someone to document at least one activity put on by each participating organisation. There are approximately ten organisations taking part at the moment. The film is entirely your own creative piece and there are no restrictions on ideas. This is a unique opportunity for you to add to your portfolio. You will be documenting a significant local and national event, producing a film that will be used in press releases, hosted on the project website and sent to schools and businesses.

Work with 8-19 year old young people who are predominantly disadvantaged.  At the moment the youth club is open 4.30-8.00pm on a Thursday with the hope of opening more evenings.  We have several new opportunities:
Photographer 
We are looking for a volunteer to document youth sessions and activities by taking photographs which may be used in future publicity. 
Animator
Volunteer required to share skills in youth club activity sessions by carrying out simple animation demonstrations/techniques. Help to develop and deliver a programme of activities to disadvantaged young people.
Beauty/Relaxation Practitioner
Develop and deliver a programme of beauty and relaxation activities for disadvantaged young people to engage in. 
Sports Coaches
Volunteer required to provide coaching sessions to a range of young people and promote and engage interest in sport/healthy activities.  Suggested activities may include; martial arts, football, basketball.
Choreographer
To develop/deliver a programme of activities for Kidz Konnect using choreography that will encourage young people to engage in physical activities.  To provide a range of different types of modern dance during workshops or shows. 
Teesside Hospice:

Stock Processor - Ensuring stock is always available for the shop floor.  Helping behind the scenes with sorting, steaming, pricing etc.
Bicycle/Pram Maintenance - To check the condition and safety of bicycles and prams in order to sell the items in the charity shop, with guidance of shop manager.

Volunteers required to manage / coach girls youth football, with enthusiastic and committed players ranging from 7-12 year olds. Matches take place on a Saturday morning during the season and there is team training one evening during the week.
